Featured Local Angle: LEFT LANE STRAIGHT — SJFF 2026 Sephardic Spotlight

A standout opportunity for a local coverage, LEFT LANE STRAIGHT offers a particularly compelling Seattle
angle and features Seattle contributors. The work-in-progress documentary, fresh off its world premiere
at the Thessaloniki International Documentary Festival, explores the legacy of Greek Jews through
director Caroline Kaye’s own twisty family history and features interviews with University of
Washington Professor Devin Naar, Chair of Sephardic Studies, whose award-winning scholarship
examines Jewish history of the Ottoman Empire and Greece. Warren Etheredge of UW Cinema Studies
and SJFF’s short film curator is a contributing writer on the film. The screening features a post-film in-
person conversation with Kaye, producer Deana Morenoff, Etheredge and Prof. Naar.

Of local significance, Seattle is home to the third largest Sephardic Jewish population in the United
States and fourth in the world—Jews originating

from and expelled by Spain, who emigrated to Seattle from Turkey and (Rhodes) Greece. Kaye’s deeply
personal narrative and exploration of underrepresented Jewish history resonates deeply with Seattle’s
unique cultural history.

Kaye and Morenoff are available remotely and in Seattle prior to their March 15 screening, and all guests
are available for media interviews.
